Selection of Citizens
The Department Boys State Committee asks for one or more boy(s) from each accredited high school (public or private) to be nominated by the school to attend.  Home school students are also eligible to attend.  The goal is to have 900 delegates this year!
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Nominating A Delegate 
High school officials (administrators, faculty members, coaches, fine arts teachers, and/or counselors) may nominate qualified students meeting the eligibility requirements and selection criteria.  

Registration Materials
To register an appointee as a delegate to Texas American Legion Boys State, the Department Headquarters must receive the registration fee and the completed application by April 15, 2012.  


The sponsor should remit the $275.00 registration fee by check.  It should be payable to "THE AMERICAN LEGION, DEPARTMENT OF TEXAS."

The registration fee does not cover transportation expenses.  The sponsoring American Legion Post is solely responsible for the round trip transportation arrangements and expenses between a delegate's home and the site of the American Legion Boys State program.
